Full leathers, either one piece racing suit or suitable two – piece zip together 

Leather boots & riding gloves 

 Motocross clothing will be accepted 

All equipment must be in good / safe condition, subject to approval. 

COURSE DESCRIPTION: 
A morning classroom session will cover bike preparation, rider requirements, basic rules and regulations. Safety lecture concerning Flags & track procedures, mental & physical preparation. Bike requirements & technical inspection.  

Following the classroom portion of the school, students will join their designated small groups for a track walk with their instructors. The groups will begin their track sessions for the balance of the afternoon. Students are required to de-brief with their instructors after each track session. Riders groups are based upon experience, ability, & equipment.
